Hence, Woodrow “Woody” Hudson, our current Vice President, is now President Elect. This action then creates a vacancy of the office of Vice President. In this case the Board of Directors shall appoint a member in good standing to fill the office for the unexpired term. However, the appointee will not ascend to the next office. In the coming weeks a recommendation will be submitted to the Board for action.
At our 2007 International Convention in Norfolk, VA a special election will be held for President Elect, in addition to those for Vice President and Treasurer.
