WHY SERTOMA?
Sertoma is the third oldest service organization in the United States.  The primary focus of Sertoma is communications….helping people with speech, hearing, and language disabilities.  Our clubs actively promote freedom and democracy programs.  Sertoma clubs communicate the anti-drug message to today’s youth.  Sertoma offers a divergence of community services.  Local clubs choose sponsorships based on the needs of the community.

Sertoma clubs provide the individual member opportunities for growth.  In helping others by working together on sponsorships, members share a special fellowship at regular club meetings and other functions.

Sertoma offers members a chance to demonstrate leadership abilities and to develop interpersonal skills at the committee and project level.  Members also learn the value of teamwork by raising money for worthy causes.

Through Sertoma, we learn more about our community and its urgent priorities.  Sertoma clubs bring together diverse individuals who identify and prioritize local needs, and work together to meet those needs.




SOUTHSIDE SERTOMA
Southside Sertoma Club has assumed an active role in the community since its founding.  Members contributed many hours of work on the construction of the S.H.O.P. (Sertoma Handicapped Opportunity Program) over 20 years ago.  The S.H.O.P. provides meaningful work and social activities for developmentally disabled people on all ages.  The S.H.O.P. has contracts with numerous corporations around Tulsa; i.e., American Airlines, Cox Cable, Lowe’s, and many others.

Happy Hands school for speech-and-hearing needs children is strongly supported by Southside Sertoma.  A fund of $30,000 has been set aside for a complete playground for the children of the school when construction is completed on their permanent building.  Southside also contributes to their annual operation budget.

Southside Sertoma supports the Juvenile Diabetes Foundation, Destination Discovery, and TSHA (Tulsa Speech and Hearing Association) in Tulsa.  As Partner’s in Education, Southside Sertoma volunteer many hours each month at Skelly Elementary as tutors and mentors.

SHARP (Sertoma Hearing Aid Recycling Program)  is a sponsorship of Southside Sertoma.  Used hearing aids are collected, professionally reconditioned to “like new”, then fitted to persons meeting income guidelines for a $50 application fee, which is waived if the person is unable to pay.

Union Middle-school children are invited to participate in a National Heritage Essay contest each year.  Through this program, students learn more about their country and their heritage, with the top three essayists receiving U.S. savings bonds.




SERviceTO MANkind
Sponsorship funds are raised through an annual charity golf tournament, and once-a-week Bingo at the Sertoma SHOP.  Other fundraisers are carried out as needed.

Southside Club has and will continue to provide strong leadership to Sertoma International.  Members have served as International President, International Director, District Governor, District Treasurer, and have assisted in other ways on the District and Regional level.

Southside Sertoma Club has received many District and Regional Awards, and individual members have been named District and Regional Sertoman of the Year and District and Regional Outstanding Club Secretary.
